Unre-
strained imaginations of writers too sicken me. | use here the
Greek word "antithesis" in new sense as own opinion which
does not coincide with the generally conceptions. However, |
do not apply for "Ultimate truth™ since I perfectly understand
that any own opinion of the certain person, to some extent, is
always subjective... though too it is difficult to expect on ob-
jectivity of collective consciousness.... The majority of people
are now sharply divided into supporters of the opposite, ex-
treme opinions. Therefore, the objective approach causes aver-
sion on both sides. Unfortunately, there are few people with
independent, unbiased views. Perhaps, therefore | also have
decided to address to "antithesis's"1?

It is not polemics, and a statement of own ideas of author
only. Antithesis’s presented below (final version!) are divided
into the groups discussing various aspects of science, religion,
policy, economy. These and other key questions of Life are
considered in N. F. Tchelishchev's book "Science, Religion,
Common Sense...."[11]. As APPENDIX, | offer a draft-
quality translation of antithesis's on the English language.



After unsuccessful attempt to use the professional transla-
tor, | have refused from literary translation of the Russian text
into the English language so as to avoid possible distortions
and losses of the basic sense for independent parts of the text.
Therefore, 1 was limited to formal text translation with the help
of electronic translators (PROMT, GOOGLE...).

ANTITHESIS'S

ANTITHESIS'S 1.
THE HIGH SCIENCE?

There is an exaggerated trust to modern scientific ideas.
Certainly, even the improbable thoughts stated by scientists,
seemingly, are worthy of attention. However, it is necessary to
confront scientific hypotheses with reality. Everything that lay
outside the phenomenological laws constantly confirmed by
human activity, and defines technical progress is akin to reli-
gion. The majority of phenomenological laws all over again
has been established experimentally, and only then has re-
ceived theoretical bases. The abstract scientific theories, hy-
potheses, models, mental experiments..., on the contrary, long
time existed..., and also continue to exist only in minds of sci-
entists and on pages of scientific magazines, and demanded...,
and till now continue to demand unequivocal experimental
acknowledgement..., or oblivion. The mathematical appear-
ances and colourful computer drawings add the sciolism to
speculative hypotheses and models. However, any scientific
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theories and hypotheses cannot answer on a key question of
the Life about the Original cause of fundamental laws of the
Nature and existence of aesthetic and moral beginning in its
creations [11].

The theory of "Big Bang" by default corresponds to "Crea-
tion of the World" and implies existence of the Creator.
Really, some Beginning should take place in the past! How-
ever, Beginning of the substance out of nought contradicts the
basic law of Energy conservation...! Or laws of the nature had
the Beginning too...? Or the Beginning wasn't at all..., and the
matter and laws of the nature existed always and every-
where...? But always and everywhere, it is eternally and infi-
nitely...! Then the Universe is infinite too...? But if the Uni-
verse has no borders, then the Universe cannot extend...! And
this contradicts modern conception about "the Extending Uni-
verse". Fashionable for the last century the thermodynamic
theory of "Thermal death of the Universe" does not suppose
too its eternity and infinity. The religious idea of the Uniform
God Creator and Immortality directly connected with concept
of Infinity. However, the Person cannot, neither to present, nor
to describe infinity...!

Relativistic and quantum theories have in mind presence of
the Observer concerning which all occurring events are con-
sidered. And the fourth measurement (time) exists only for the
Observer with hours too. Who is this Supreme Observer in
scales of the Universe? There is no answer! Even the Special
theory of relativity, which was offered by Albert Einstein in
1905, and based on Lorentz's transformations, Minkowski's
space and the Principle of relativity formulated by Poincare
still at the end of 19-th century, is remained outside of a terres-
trial reality. Einstein subsequent to Lorentz and Poincare has
refused concept "ether” in favour of "emptiness”. But already
at changeover to the General Relativity became obvious, that
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the real, physical space cannot be "emptiness”. And it was
demanded to assume presence of a gravitational field, gravita-
tional waves and other, hypothetical fields and particles. All
these questions remain are debatable up to now!

When in quantum physics speak about elementary particles
as about a base reality, overlook that the reality exist on differ-
ent levels depending on scales of space and time, and means of
supervision. Elementary particles (quarks, leptons...), are orig-
inated from collision of the atomic nuclei speeded up until
huge speeds in cyclotrons, and are fixed by indirect methods,
often ambiguous. But is it a reality whether? Perhaps, invisible
reality ceases to exist, when there are no straight, unequivocal
methods of all-round supervision for the happening in space
and time. Therefore, the valid role of all these particles arising
at extreme nuclear interactions in a structure of the matter is
not clear. Such elementary particles are not shown in any way
already on atomic, molecular and a macro-level! When astron-
omers explore the pictures of the distant past of the Universe
with telescopes, it is other reality with proper characteristics.
The Earth is too a reality fixed in a geological, biological and
cultural variety, investigated by special methods. There is a
virtual reality in a computer. People in the millennia have
spared without substantial representations about elementary
particles. Only at the start of the last century, the atoms began
to appear in this temporal role. The reality of a different level
demands various methods of supervision. At the same time,
human sense organs are obligatory means of perception of re-
ality without which use of any methods and devices (tele-
scopes, microscopes, detectors of microparticles...) are impos-
sible. Vagueness of concept the quantum reality, arisen in con-
nection with controversy between Albert Einstein and Nils
Bohr, almost hundred years ago and is kept until now. How-
ever, discussion has passed to philosophical area as an oppor-
tunity of borders for perception of a reality!
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The scales of space and time, which operate modern scien-
tific theories, hypotheses, and models, are completely non-
comparable with real scale of space and time, in which there is
Humanity [11]. In astronomy are considered very large scales
of space and time (millions light years for very far, and very
long time ago of the completed past), and in physics of ele-
mentary particles conversely very small scales (million shares
nanometres and nanoseconds during the nuclear interaction,
accessible to detection only by indirect methods). However,
time of existence of a human population is measured in thou-
sands years, and terrestrial distances - thousands kilometers,
and the possible solution of the most powerful modern micro-
scopes does not exceed the tenth shares nanometre. Therefore,
all the general astronomical and physical theories and models
have not direct relation to terrestrial, human events, problems
and phenomena, to which is given wrongly not enough contin-
ual attention!

There is no clearness in scientific representations about
Thought and Reason. In one time still academician, Bekhterev
has assumed that the thought is material, that the thought is a
kind of energy. The interrelation between energy and mass de-
scribes the known equation of Einstein. But, perhaps, and "en-
ergy of thought" also conforms to some specific "mass"? Then
the Thought should take the real place in the Universe together
with its known part? And, maybe, a set special parameters and
"elementary particles of Thought" should describe the
Thought? From such standpoint modern scientific ideas about
the structure of the substance and the origin of the Universe
become even more incomplete and leave enough space not
only for "dark substance”, "dark energy", "black holes"... and
the Creator, but also for "Thought-Energy".



Crisis of fundamental science is clearly visible on the low
level of the winners of the last decades of the Nobel Prize in
the field of natural sciences [10]. It is impossible to exclude
reduction in creative potential of modern scientists as a result
of narrow specialization...! But, perhaps, constant reduction of
quantity of new fundamental discoveries is connected with un-
derestimate or depletion of human opportunities? Relevant
general tasks of fundamental sciences are exhausted! Fashion-
able, expensive "cyclotrons”, built to confirm hypotheses and
abstract models of nuclear physics unlikely can give the ex-
haustive answer to the purely theoretical questions about "the
structure of substance™ and "an origin of the Universe". Even if
the next candidate for a role of "Higgs boson™ will be declared,
what it will change?

ANTITHESIS'S 2.
LIFE IN THE UNIVERSE.

Until now there are no facts confirming existence of the
Life on other planets, in other galaxies. The life is an anomaly!
The information available for us is enough only for the asser-
tion, that presence of the Life on the Earth until now remains
the unique established case of existence of the Life in the Uni-
verse. There are no reliable data on presence even of the sim-
plest manifestations of the Life on other planets though it is
impossible to exclude such opportunity. The widespread repre-
sentations about existence on Mars of the traces of reasonable
activity have based on interpretation of photos and repeat ter-
restrial mistakes when the natural well-ordered formations at-
tributed to man-caused an origin. Optimists assure that 3 bil-
lion years ago on Mars could be some kind of primitive life.
However, what it changes when other centers of the Life in the
Universe, if they even and exist, are disjoint between itself
spatial-temporal events!



The narrow interval of external physical-chemical and cli-
matic conditions in which existence of the Person is possible
explains "recent" occurrence..., and does not leave doubts in
"quick™ destruction of our civilization. In scale of geological
time all duration of existence of a human population is a short
instant, and for scale of space-time it is flash! Fantasies on the
theme of "cosmic contacts”, “interplanetary missions", "Star
Wars"... does not have any reliable evidences. Periodically un-
der review "UFOs of aliens", represent the optical phenomena
connected to reflection of light from moving terrestrial objects,
or space garbage of a terrestrial origin. Then maybe the Life in
the Universe and especially existence of any hypothetical, ex-
traterrestrial, sentient beings so rare and short-term phenome-
non, what the probability of a spatial-temporal meeting of dif-
ferent civilizations in a historical time scale aspires to zero?

It is necessary to consider a planet The Earth as "the Mira-
cle of the Nature" where there was a unique coincidence of the
set of necessary and sufficient factors determining the possibil-
ity of the emergence and existence of life. This is the optimum
distance from the Sun, and an all-round orbit of movement,
and presence of the Moon supporting a constant corner of in-
clination of a terrestrial axis. The planet the Earth has a mag-
netic field, a gas atmosphere, and an ozone cloud. The pres-
ence and special properties of water corresponding to a terres-
trial interval of change of temperatures provide existence of
ocean, glaciers, lakes, rivers, precipitations..., and the bio-
sphere! Planet the Earth has a specific geological and geotec-
tonic structure (molten metal nucleus, softened mantle on
which the continental plates are moved, zones of tectonic
breaks and subduction - moving the oceanic crust under conti-
nental...) [11], and special geomorphologic and climatic con-
ditions...! The probability of recurrence of similar coincidence



on other planets, in foreseeable for Mankind an interval of time
and space, too can aspires to zero.

The manned space flight is a deadlock trend! The Opportu-
nities of remote-controlled satellites and robots at studying
space objects repeatedly surpass the human capabilities limited
to necessity of bulky and unreliable means of life-support, in
hostile for existence of the person the extraterrestrial environ-
ment. At manned orbiting flight of spacecraft, ISS the basic
functions of the equipment and additional charges have con-
nected to maintenance of a life of people though unmanned
satellites much faster, and much cheaper could execute the
considerable part of the program of works at station. Only
medical and biologic researches with people are remained.
This is important for preparation to a long life in space condi-
tions only that is hardly possible..., and is hardly necessary.
The American lunar program has ingloriously closed not only
because has executed the political mission but also because has
not given any new data on the Moon, and has evidently shown
uselessness of stay of the person - observer on other planets.
As for manned missions to Mars even if to admit, that such
idea is feasible in the future..., it hardly will allow to receive
additional data on a Red planet. Naive conversations about
"space start in one direction™ and "colonization’s" of other
planets are an absolute Utopial

ANTITHESIS'S 3.
GENETIC AND INFORMATION EVOLUTION.

One-time occurrence of the Life on the Earth, primary ge-
netic affinity of all alive and long-term development of bio-
sphere as a result of variability and heredity according to a ge-
netic code has finally prepared conditions to recent beginning
of a human civilization on the Earth. The mechanism of natural
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selection was operated during all time of existence of bio-
sphere of the Earth more than billion years, and has completely
confirmed the viability... and in a variety of kinds, and in reac-
tion to global change of climatic conditions. There were eco-
logical niches and food chains of biocenosis to raise stability
of biosphere. The catastrophic phenomena resulting in extinc-
tion of separate populations of alive essences and destruction
of the whole biocenosis’s was offset by slow processes of vari-
ability, heredity, and natural selection taking place in the geo-
logical scale of time (millions of years) [11]. Genetic evolution
provided development of all animate nature from the simplest
organisms, plants, animals up to Hominid and the emergence
of Homo sapiens as a separate kind, but had not led to occur-
rence of the high-grade Mind!

Evolutionists build in one temporal row of all hominid from
the Pithecanthropus up to the modern person. But maybe to
build them in a rank is more correctly? Really, Neanderthal
men existed simultaneously with the Homo sapiens while did
not begin to die out. The number of people was small and ap-
proximately corresponded to quantity of other mammals of the
same size during a long population period. There was no yet a
high-grade speech, and there were no writing, therefore mate-
rial traces on the before civilization stage of development of
the Person there were only primitive instruments and petro-
glyphic figures. The separated enclaves of people could long
time exist is detached, to develop independently, and during
each moment of time were at different steps of development.
The events traditionally considered as consecutive, could hap-
pen simultaneously at the same time on the different, isolated
territories with a different level of development. This imposing
of events allows explaining variety of isolated human cultures
at an early stage of historical period of development of a hu-
man population, not extending historical time due to substitu-
tion of simultaneous events on consecutive [12]. Only break of
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isolation could lead to information exchange and the acceler-
ated development!

The ideology of Darwinism considers the Modern Person as
result of anthropogenesis by natural selection. But genetic evo-
lution is slow process, and happens in a geological time scale
(many millions years). In a historical time scale (first thou-
sands years) the Homo sapiens in the genetic and biological
attitude actually have not evolved. The crucial importance for
a human population during the historical period had develop-
ment not genetic, but the information nature, including accu-
mulation and transfer of knowledge and experience by means
of purposeful training. Really, the modern person is different
from other animals first of all quantity of not genetic infor-
mation transmitted from generation to generation. In the in-
formation attitude, the person differs from animals also ability
to communicate (language, written language...), and skill to
keep the information (oral legends, annals, books, and photos,
magnetic and digital carriers...), and system of different train-
ing (schools, universities...).

The long period of genetic evolution has led to occurrence
of a population of the Primitive Person, as one of kind’s of
mammal. Morphology of a body, to become straight and re-
lease of hands, to walk on one's legs only..., the various races
arising for long time of existence of people on isolated territo-
ries with different climatic conditions..., the long-term period
become adult posterity, important for transition to information
evolution.... have become obvious traces of genetic evolution
of the Person. The intellectual development of the Person Rea-
sonable began only with origin process of information evolu-
tion [12]. Therefore the genetic evolution which has provided
occurrence the Homo sapiens as an independent kind, have no
the direct attitude to information evolution of the Person at a
historical stage of development because these two independent
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mechanisms of evolution occurred in non-comparable time
scales and also have been directed on the different purposes.
Extremely slow, the genetic evolution of hominids has led to
occurrence of population of the Homo sapiens, fast infor-
mation evolution of Person has provided formation of the
Mind and existence of the Civilization!

The brain and nervous system of the Person, hominids,
primates and the majority of vertebrates essentially do not dif-
fer. Cro-Magnon man and even the Pithecanthropus had the
brain larger, than the modern Person did. The brain at animals
and the person operates activity of all organisms and as the
tool of processing of the information on environment acting
from sense organs. In a brain there is an accumulation and long
storage of visual, acoustical and impellent information..., cor-
responding to a way of life, experience and knowledge for
each individual person. Ability to decision-making, games,
training... is peculiar for all animals in a different degree.
Then why only the Homo sapiens could create a unique Civili-
zation on the Earth? Probably, the Person Reasonable turned
out most full prepared by genetic evolution to inclusion of the
mechanism of information evolution!

It is obvious, that individual consciousness (soul?) of the
Person is not only physiological function of a brain, but repre-
sents result of complex process of formation of each person by
recognition, storing, perception of world around and use of
collective knowledge on means of training. On the other hand,
development of speech opportunities of dialogue has led to
loss by the Person of some abilities (telepathy, navigation, in-
tuition...), peculiar to many animals. Some sense organs of the
Person (sense of smell, hearing, vision...) was dulled as super-
fluous. But the world around is perceived through sense or-
gans. Therefore, people, on a line with reception of the true
information in an accessible range, something another that can
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perceive in the deformed kind, and still something, in general,
to not see, to not hear or to not feel.

The brain of each baby permanently is demanding "pro-
gramming" by means of daily experience, dialogue, game, imi-
tation the adult and perception of collective knowledge at
training. Probably, the brain as computer contain on "hard
disk™ archive, information ("files™)? However, certainly, there
are no sufficient bases to consider, that these "files" are digital!
But "programs" in which these "files" can "open" are necessary
still. Probably, these programs, are activated individual con-
sciousness, abstract thinking and reserve abilities of each hu-
man person, should be formed as a result of continuous both
multilateral information interchange, and training!

Emergence of collective consciousness and Reason required
rather large number of the people united by the presence of
social ties (family, clan, tribe, people...). There were small, iso-
lated tribes, which have not achieved an information level of
development, still more recently on different continents. Not
numerous separate relicts of these primitive tribes are kept un-
til now. Only long-term interaction of required and sufficient
number of people could create conditions for occurrence of
high-grade speech, writing, count..., and transfers of experi-
ence and knowledge by purposeful training [12]. It is neces-
sary to recognize, that the Reason - a product of teaching,
transfer of accumulated collective experience and knowledge
from generation to generation. Indeed, the human babies who
were have brought up by other animals lose human skills, and
children from primitive tribes quickly join education. It once
again specifies absence of direct communication between ge-
netic and information evolution of the Person Reasonable.
Without dialogue with other people, education and formation
of the high-grade person is not possible! Together with the use
of fire, domestication of animals, plant growing, construction
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of settlements... the human population gradually has separated
from the rest of nature, has passed into the historical period of
information development corresponding to the concept "The
Civilization™!

ANTITHESIS'S 4.
DEMOGRAPHY AND HISTORY.

The constantly expanding quantity of human population of
the Earth as a whole evaluates total result of all specific activi-
ty of a Mankind at different stages of development. The slow
linear growth of the number of people corresponded to
multithousand-year time of the population period of existence
the Homo sapiens as genetically generated kind. The demo-
graphic transition from the linear law of growth to hyperbolic
law has arisen as a result of inclusion of the mechanism of in-
formation evolution for before civilization stage at the end of
the population period of development. The demographic data
unambiguously indicate on the hyperbolic growth of the total
number of the Humanity during the historical period [3, 14].
The visible raising of hyperbolic growth corresponding to the
information way of development falls on the Early Middle
Ages (approximately on 8-10 centuries AD!). Thus, the valid
age of the Information Civilization, according to growth of
number and productive forces of the world's population is a
little more than 1000 years. More than 97% of the total in-
crease in the number of people and productive forces of Man-
kind fall on this last one thousand years [12, 13. 14]. Time un-
til 17-th century gets on gently sloping part of a hyperbole of
growth and can be named a stage of Extensive development.
Only 18-20 centuries fall on abruptly ascending branch of a
hyperbole corresponding to a stage of Intensive development.
At this stage of human history, there was population explosion,



industrial revolution, the emergence of post-industrial con-
sumer society...!

A global approach to demography and history allows us to
consider the entire human population from the standpoint of
thermodynamics, as an open, non-equilibrium system [12].
For such systems, Nobel laureate Ilya Prigozhin has introduced
a special concept of "internal time" [8]. With regard to the his-
tory of all Mankind, it is necessary to distinguish the external,
physical time, which is corresponded to authentic dating of
various historical events and the internal, historical time,
which is determined by the law of development of the human
population. At a linear way of development, chronological and
historical time coincides. But at nonlinear, hyperbolic growth
of number and productive forces of Mankind, there is a com-
pression of internal historical time. Due to the compression of
historical time, modern world population (7 billion people) has
been achieved in just one with not great thousand years. In the
linear approximation set by an inclination of a tangent of a
straight line to the hyperbole of growth before the 10th century
A.D., was continued up to our time, the population of the Earth
today could be in amount no more than 200 million people.

Comparison of moving of any objects including people in
the space with their moving in the time from the present to the
past or the future directly contradicts irreversibility of histori-
cal time. Indeed, the everyday moving in the space does not
demand any additional processes and tools except the physical
engine and the environment in which the movement occurs.
But in order to move into the past, is necessary to return this
the past or to return in the past that can be theoretically possi-
ble only in the presence of convertibility of internal historical
time. However, Nobel winner llya Prigozhin has shown that
for all open, non-equilibrium thermodynamic systems to which
the human population also concerns, internal, historical time is
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irreversible [8]. Especially, it is impossible to shift from the
present into the future, because the future itself becomes real,
physical sense only when becomes the present. All these
"Travels to the time", "Machines of the time"... contradict fun-
damental laws of the Nature and real, terrestrial conditions in
which there is a Mankind!

The compression of historical time caused by hyperbolic
growth of number and productive forces of Mankind is well
coordinated to the short scale of the historical chronology de-
veloped by academician Fomenko [5, 6] though formal in any
way with it is not connected. All reflected in the authentic
documents the "ancient™ history of Mankind are founded in
fact as "medieval” in a time scale of a traditional chronology.
The new chronological and demographic data directly specify
necessity of revision of all early history of our civilisation.
Earlier, than Middle Ages are absent significant congestions of
the bone remains of people, who died in the natural way, vic-
tims of natural cataclysms, epidemics, wars..., that is described
in the traditional textbook of a history [9]. Archaeologists have
to assume some unknown reason of the complete disappear-
ance of "ancient” tellurian, although the paleontology annals
reliably fix any vegetative, animal and bone remainder in a
natural condition or as fossils for all period of existence of Bi-
osphere over billion years [12]. Besides, it is impossible to
forget, that for the maintenance of cities and army’s was nec-
essary repeatedly prevailing agricultural population. For "an-
cient” events: wars, conquests, constructions of cities... early
Middle Ages would not have had the sufficient number of
people living on the "antique™ and "biblical™ territories.

On a short interval of time of a life of close generations of
people, the hyperbolic way of historical development could be
perceived only in linear approximation. And naturally, medie-
val chronologists, and their more recent and modern fanatical
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followers, proceeding from habitual for each person of repre-
sentation about uniform, linear current of time, could not take
into account compression of internal historical time, and inevi-
tably were bound to greatly exaggerate the length of the his-
torical period of development of Mankind. However, today it
is already impossible to shut eyes to hyperbolic compression of
internal historical time. Only for one 20 century the accelerat-
ed growth of a population, productive forces of Mankind and
technological progress have considerably exceeded a level
achieved in the entire past history of the Civilization!

The official historical science refuses a fundamental princi-
ple of continuous, unidirectional and relatively short time of
development of a human civilization. From here, there are
speculative representations about discontinuity of historical
process, about "decline™ and "revival”, about "dark centuries",
about "coinless periods”. Such statements contradict to the
centuries-old, permanently accelerating growth of the world
population, the productive forces of humanity, natural re-
sources volume, improvements in technology, accumulation of
scientific knowledge...! All these historical "black holes™ can
be actually connected to unreasonable lengthening a tradition-
al, chronological scale for which, despite of numerous dupli-
cates, there was no sufficient number of historical events, doc-
uments, archeological finds..., wrongly transferred into mute,
high antiquity else by efforts of medieval chronologists. As a
result, of such carry to the past many historical objects (ele-
ments of an infrastructure, construction, household products,
architecture, sculpture, painting, the literature...), with obvious
medieval technological and cultural level, appeared in invented
"antiquity”, and the Middle Ages down to Renaissance has
been declared by "Dark Centuries". However, there are no au-
thentic bases to suppose for the historical past of Mankind any
the long period’s retrograde development, decline, wildness,
whole extinction...!



Theory of "catastrophes"” for hypothetical ancient civiliza-
tions, by analogy to real catastrophic destruction of mammaoths
or dinosaurs, does not find trustworthy confirmations. At
presence of numerous cemeteries of ancient animals and high
self-descriptiveness of all paleontological "annals”, is not pre-
sent any material evidences of existence of any one's tracks of
ancient human cultures. Absence of the standard evidence as
generally accepted proofs (bones remains of people, buildings,
products, documents...) supporters of the theory of catastro-
phes are trying to compensate of different indirect attributes of
reasonable activity. When the ordered piles of rocks are inter-
preted as results of human activity, it is unnecessary to forget,
that for sedimentary, volcanic and intrusive rocks is rather
characteristic correct geometrical shape (parallel and rectangu-
lar planes, correct polyhedrons, walls, columns, spheres ...).
For the majority of megaliths it is obvious natural origins, as
the residual outcrops of solid rock, or results of human activity
during historical time. At glacial retreat over long distances
were moved and grouped multi-ton blocks of rocks and boul-
ders. The normalized geometrical lines and figures on the sur-
faces of the Earth observable from the big height can be result
of the natural geotectonic, geomorphologic phenomena’s, or of
the past agricultural activity.... Leaching from rocks of soluble
minerals can result in occurrence of emptiness’s of the various
form reminding traces of people or technological apertures.
Mentions in historical documents on local flooding cannot be
considered as the indication on real "World-wide Flood" [12].
It is obvious, that all these indirect arguments used by support-
ers of the theory of catastrophes as attributes of existence in
the past of any missed civilizations, have no objective confir-
mations. Therefore, if from hypothetical Atlanta or Giperborea
did not remain any material traces then these "ancient” cul-
tures, in general, never really not existed!



ANTITHESIS'S 5.
RELIGION AND MORAL.

All biosphere of the Earth was in dynamic balance and rela-
tive harmony before occurrence of the Person Reasonable.
Pay the attention to presence of the aesthetic beginning at crea-
tions of the nature: perfection of forms, proportions, symmetry,
artistry of a combination of colors, musicality of sounds...!
But amazes presence of the moral principles in wildlife even
more! At animals already at a birth, some genetic bases of
morals as self-preservation, continuation of a sort, protection
of posterity, love to parents and children... are incorporated!
Murder always is motivated only with hunger and concerns
only individuals of other kinds naturally included in food cir-
cuits of biocenosis. The full animal never attacks a victim. All
animals possess ability to decision-making, rational actions,
games...! The Person was absent yet, but the Nature already
has developed by "a divine plan” of Creator?!

Development of Human Reason has quickly led to occur-
rence of religions. For maintenance of the religious beliefs
based on congenital morals, to people “the Supreme Authority"
was required. In the pagan worship of the nature strength, the
instinct of self-preservation and naive coaxing of god’s by sac-
rifices has prevailed. Monotheism already allowed the Hope
for Revival and the Eternal life. For Rescue, it was required to
resist to the Sin. Beliefs have arisen much earlier, and have
long time the greater value, than secular authority. The conti-
nuity between congenital moral and primary monotheistic reli-
gions was kept. Just monotheism became the tool of preserva-
tion of congenital moral, restriction of human vices and con-
stant struggle of Good against Evil.



In each person, there is an opposition between congenital
moral and freedom of a choice, which leads to the Sin. Under a
force of human vices there were wars, slavery..., there was a
distortion of early beliefs, and the adaptation of religions to
requirements of temporal power. Christian equality of all peo-
ple before the God did not protect from a deep inequality in a
daily life. In Europe from early Christianity was separated Ca-
tholicism corresponded to the monarchic form of board.
Protestant revolutions directed on ablution of Christian belief
from Catholic "excesses", coincided by the time with origin of
capitalism. Thus on replacement of "aristocracy" there was
"bourgeoisie”. The external reasons of a deep inequality of
people have changed, but the inequality remained.

Public "progress” and "humanism" during New Time only
have changed forms of an inequality, exploitation and violence
in a human society. The population of the Earth has lost an op-
portunity independently survives due to all-sufficiently (col-
lecting, hunting, handicraft, family country works...), and had
got into full dependence from owners of a superfluous, private
property sinful with the religious point of view (landowners,
manufacturers, financiers, officials...)! The world animal in-
dustry has based on tortures and mass murder of pets, and it
turned out, much crueler, than primitive hunting for wild ani-
mals. The quantity of victims of military conflicts constantly
grew. Weapon of mass destruction of people have appeared.
And 20-th century, despite of essential social achievements,
became the most bloody in a history of Mankind. Utopian at-
tempts at a level of the state (socialism, communism...) to re-
turn to the congenital moral values based on Christian equality
of all people before the God, was bogged down in human de-
fects and was degenerated to totalitarian regimes.

Not the God has created the Person on his own image and
similarity, but himself Person has created in his imagination of
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the God on his own image and similarity. Moreover, this idea
obvious in itself does not deny existence of the Uniform God-
Creator. However it is explained discrepancy of the different
religious doctrines pretended to exclusive, unique correctness,
and releases the God-Creator from attributed to the Uniform
God for all religions of human feelings (love, anger ...), and
acts (court, punishment, forgiveness...). Really, where we no-
tice in a daily life of people such displays of the God how the
award for kindness, how a penalty for the evil..., though in the
Gospel the Son Divine revives, cures, expels demons...? All
religions are just constantly looking for different ways to jus-
tify the apparent absence of God's meddling in daily life of
people.

For the believer of the certain religion, is not so important
whether there is somewhere the real God, and that it is - the
Supreme Essence, the Supreme Spirit, the Supreme Reason...
or Supreme Idea. It is enough to have the requirement to live
under the Law Divine that preaches a definite Church. Be-
liever person is who have a need to believe, who feels the
presence of God, and accept the idea about Salvation and Im-
mortality of the soul without skepticism! These people consti-
tute the Church as a sustainable community of like-minded be-
lievers of many generations, existing in a time, dating back to
the first sources of the Faith [10]. The ancient monotheistic
faiths are the closer to native "precepts”. Therefore, centuries-
old traditional religions remain the effective tool of mainte-
nance of inborn moral.

To suppose or deny existence of the God is not at all one
and too with belief in the God. For the believing person there
Is no necessity for scientific confirmation of an opportunity of
existence of the God. The more so as modern science has no
sufficient bases completely to reject religious representation,
that the Life on the Earth - a unique case, and a Life it - the
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Miracle! Then, perhaps, the Person Reasonable was created at
Will of the God, and favorable conditions for existence of the
Life on the Earth can perceived as the Supreme Expediency?
The unequivocal answer to these questions is absent! The Re-
ligion and Science exist at consciousness of the Person at vari-
ous semantic levels that do not exclude spiritual interaction.
Not incidentally, such outstanding scientists as Einstein or Tsi-
olkovsky were the believing people.

The religious ideas of the immortality of the human soul
cannot be substitute for talk about a possibility of physiologi-
cal immortality of the Person. Indeed, the steady increase in
life expectancy of people, connected with improvement of so-
cial conditions and achievements of medicine, allows assum-
ing, that this reserve of a human body still completely is not
exhausted. However, the Main Command of development of a
life on the Earth "to survive and be multiplied” by means of
constant alternation of generations under the circuit: a birth -
puberty - reproduction of posterity - ageing - death. Movable
balance and harmony of development of biosphere of the Earth
are based on the triad including on a row with the Birth and
Continuation of a sort, as well the Death being an obligatory
element of all Life as a whole [11]. Therefore, any simple-
minded hopes of the Person on physiological Immortality (“an
immortality elixir", cryogenic anabiosis, cloning...) directly
contradict the basic laws of life on Earth, and express a dan-
gerous claim of the Person, to play the role of God!

Only the different sex’s family answers destination of the
nature. The purposes of a natural married couple include not
only joint housekeeping, the attendant sex..., but also the act of
conception, a birth, and education of posterity. This is the main
program of the Life on the Earth! The parental feelings acces-
sible only for married couples of different sexes are much
higher and stably than sexual propensity. When we are talking
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about the sex-pleasure only, it is a private affair partners (het-
ero-, homo-, oral- anal -...). Of course, until the case comes to
the real crime (as torture or killing of an intimate partner, pae-
dophilia...). Other cause is a marriage and family when people
united for continuation of a genus. Therefore, the legal laws
resulting from liberal permissiveness equating pairs of partners
of an identical sex to high-grade family contradict the funda-
mental laws of the Nature!

It is incorrectly to speak about the "brutality”! The person
and animals has some common, congenital bases of moral:
self-preservation, procreation of a genus, conjugal fidelity,
protection of posterity, love to parents and children, love to
owners for domesticated animals, affection, gratitude, compas-
sion, forgiveness, patience. However at information evolution
there was a estrangement of human community from congeni-
tal, genetic "precepts” that has led to formation of only human
vices completely absent in animals (slavery, death penalty, tor-
tures, wars, violence, greediness, squandering, dissolute-
ness...) [12]. People turned out much less "humane", than an-
imals! As a result of growth of population density and infor-
mation, development of Mankind has been laid bases of social
moral (shame, conscience, benefit, deceit, treachery...), and
has appeared the comprehension of the Sin distinguishing the
Person from animals. However, reduction in a role of religion
and conventional morality leads to a massive refusal of people
from innate precepts, and provoke increasing readiness for the
Sin and to violation for Laws of Nature. Together with loss of
feeling of the Sin, the Person as representative of the Civiliza-
tion becomes the most savage and most dangerous inhabitant
of the Earth.



ANTITHESIS'S 6.
RELIGION, LANGUAGE, NATIONALITY...,
MENTALITY.

Concepts of the religion and the language are closely con-
nected, and it can determine feeling of a national belonging
irrespective of the ethnic past of the separate person. The main
task of any religion is preservation of moral sources of belief
and curb of human vices. Christianity, Judaism and Islam have
the common historical roots. In their basis lays monotheism.
The religious treatises (Gospel, Torah, Koran ...) contain pre-
cepts, parables, surahs..., which determine moral reference
points and rules of social behavior of people in a daily life.
The same is possible to tell both about the Buddhism, and
Hinduism, and even about such pseudo-religion as Confucian-
ism. Nevertheless, moral-ethical bases of these religions essen-
tially differ and contain some mutual aversion and even ani-
mosities. Therefore even at the general ethnic roots there can
be the various consciousness based on influence of specific
religions. At an early stage of information development of
Mankind, the centers of education were religious brotherhoods
where in a basis of education and formation was literacy and
interpretation of the basic divine service treatises. Only gradu-
ally from religious enlightenment was evolved a system of
secular education. However, religious upbringing and educa-
tion keep the organizational and moral-ethical values for each
religion up to now.

The direct communication between nationality and ethnic
roots can be absent. The religion and language too can underlie
national consciousness. The direct connection of feeling of a
national identity with religion and language was clearly mani-
fested in the history of the Western Slavs. Here for a total of
Slavic ethnic and linguistic basis was religious and national
delimitation associated with the penetration of Catholicism and
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Latina alphabet. Replacement of Orthodoxy under a pressure
of "crusaders" has led to formation of national heterogeneity of
Slavic ethnos. Acceptance by some Slavic enclaves of Catholic
belief and rearrangement of some Slavic languages (Polish,
Czech, Croatian...) by use as the alphabet corrected Roman
letters in fact have been connected to the Catholic expansion
and Latinization. Religion and language rather than ethnicity,
began here to determine nationality. Latinization imposed on a
Slavic written basis, directly specifies earlier Slavic roots of
many modern European languages and peoples.

Slavic languages in many parameters significantly differ
from other European languages. They most close to the San-
skrit not only in roots, but also in the whole words. At the
same time in all Slavic languages including in Russian, "as is
heard, so is write" [2]. While in the majority of other European
languages until now there are distinctions in a pronunciation
and a spelling of many words, unpronounceable letters and syl-
lables, different accents, lisp..., what indicate on artificiality,
later imposing of writing on different dialects of oral speech.
Formation of the modern languages (as well as the modern
states!) in the Western Europe has taken place more recently in
comparison with the Eastern Europe and the Middle East. The
Uniform German language, for example, has finally come in
an everyday life instead of local dialects only at the end of 19-
th century. The old Slavonic language until now is kept as
Church Slavonic language. For all European languages, except
Slavic, is typical convergence and merge of various dialects
with time. Absence of early documents in different Slavic dia-
lects connected with the fact that dialects appeared later on the
basis of the old Slavonic language. Else, A. S. Homyakov [10]
has pointed out that the "Slavic dialects - then the ancient,
when closer to each other and to the forms prevailing in the
Great Russian language, less of others was accepted another's
impurity, while the German language - than the ancient, there
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are more dialects”. Originality of Slavic language is confirmed
also with base words for each written language (to write, to
read, the book ...), which have not phonetic analogues in other
languages. The literary Russian language was created as a re-
sult of interaction of the old Slavonic language with the living
Russian speech [2]. Modern Russian language is closest to the
general old Slavic language from the modern Slavic languages
that used Cyrillic. Not casually, Francisc Skoryna [1], the east-
ern Slavic first printer of the beginning of XVI century has
named the printed bible books, which issued in Prague and
Padua, as "the Bible of Russian". These books have been trans-
lated from the ancient Greek to the Church Slavic language,
and were used not only in Russia, but also in orthodox broth-
erhoods in territory of the Great princedom Lithuanian and Po-
land. Therefore, probably, the literary Russian language is the
oldest, concerning other modern European languages.

All world civilization has grown from agricultural work.
The Western Europe has passed through the peasant period of
development also, only there peasants have lost the landed
property much earlier than in Russia. But for densely popu-
lated, the urbanized Europe the property of peasants had no
such state formative value, as for extensive, boundless Russia
[10]. The hereditary peasantry was capable within several cen-
turies, both to feed Russia, and to provide the constant increase
in population necessary for development of huge territory. Still
in 1914, before War and Revolution the basic part of the popu-
lation of Russia (about 90 %) has made up the peasants, own-
ers of land. Bolsheviks dexterously used it “the person with a
gun" for capture of authority. Nevertheless, euphoria from
plunders of landowner’s manors and repartition of the land was
quickly ended impressments of private property, and peasant’s
revolt against Bolsheviks. Lenin hated peasantry, which was
not blended with Marxist idea of dictatorship of proletariat.
Not casually, the greatest quantity of victims and oppressions
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of the Bolshevism has fallen to Russian peasantry (liquidation
of Cossacks, suppression of peasant’s revolts, impressments of
grain, the organized famine, deportation of well-to-do peasant,
collectivization, Hruschov’s program of reduction of personal
facilities and liquidations of "unpromising” villages...). As a
result of this policy "proletarisation” of peasantry in people
have appeared the fears, lack of initiative, absence of the per-
sonal responsibility, dependant moods..., what became a basis
for both proletarian, and collective-farmer Soviet mentality. So
a little was kept from peasantry mentality (love to the ground,
feeling of the responsibility of the owner, independence, dili-
gence, persistence, patience, devotion...). Liquidation by Yelt-
sin of collective farms and state farms through privatization of
acre has completed the Bolshevist program of destruction of
peasantry. There is more than quarter of the population of Rus-
sia lives now in countryside, but the hereditary peasantry con-
tinues to disappear quickly together with the whole villages!

The history of the different countries and peoples to some
extent and today determines features of ideology and policy of
national elites, and mentality most of inhabitants. Centuries-
old experience of existence of Mankind allows feeling cardinal
tribal (national) distinctions of characters (mentality) of agri-
cultural (native) and conqueror (colonizer) peoples. The native,
agricultural population aspired to keep base religiousness and
language. However, conquerors, strange aristocracy have been
adjusted on change of religion and language for subjugation of
indigenous population. A. S. Homyakov noticed a precipice
between ruling aristocracy and the citizens, kept until recently
in some West-European countries and indicated on the attitude
of the conquerors to the beaten [10]. The mmilitant peoples
(germen, francs...) are separated itself from subdued native
tribes. The same was occurred and at the overseas colonization
accompanied with mass extirpation of the indigenous popula-
tion. A. S. Homyakov specified that agricultural peoples are

alien to colonization and aristocratism. Really, in the past of
Russia all estates felt like fellow tribesmen, who were evolved
on the general ground. The states with a colonizer history have
kept the hostile bellicosity and sharply expressed hierarchical
structure of an inequality, in essence, very far from a genuine
democracy. Very different mentality of "colonizers™ and "abo-
riginals™ exists until now. But the states, which have an indig-
enous population and historical territory, aspire to copy behav-
ior of former colonizers though in a daily life the aspiration to
justice and sovereignty still is kept.

"The Tatar-Mongolian invasion” is not "hordes" of Chingis
khan, but result of religious and political expansion of
Mohammedanism. The Islam has penetrated from the East on
the Slavic grounds, as well as from the West - Catholicism.
Later Islamisation of the Slavic population in the Balkans also
took place [9]. Penetration of the Islam in Russia from the
Southeast, through Caspian Sea and Volga, led to religious and
language delimitation of people. And now transition from
Christianity in an Islam completely changes both mentality,
and external shape of the person. At Islamisation in the Volga
region, the native, pagan or Christian populations, which have
accepted the Islam, was called to Tatars and people who have
kept Orthodoxy, was called to Russian. Therefore, in territory
of the Volga region also there were no ethnic Tatars and, espe-
cially, ethnic Mongols. This specifies absence of essential dif-
ferences of external, anthropological and genetic attributes for
Russian (Orthodox) and Tatars (Moslems) living in the com-
mon territory. Muslim enclaves began to stand apart and be at
enmity with the vast territories, which have kept Orthodoxy.
Attacks of Tatars with the purpose of receiving a tribute and
seizure of captives resulted in partial loss of independence of
Russian principalities conflicting among themselves during
prosperity of Golden Horde. This long period of joint coexist-
ence and interaction, intestine strifes and wars, including of the
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battle on the Kulicovo field [6]..., was accompanied by joint
participation both Russian, and Tatars in a number of battles.
Such constant coexistence and interaction has led to occur-
rence of bilingual documents, the weapon, coins..., with use of
Slavic and Arabian alphabets. In addition, there were several
Russian nobility genders having the Tatar roots (for example,
my ancestors on line of A. S. Homyakov - Bibikov's and Er-
molov's) [13]. All these dramatic events have been declared as
invasion of Chingis khan, and have received the public and
fictional name: "the Tatar-Mongolian yoke" much later, at re-
construction of the past of Russia according to conception of
specially invited German historians.

Peoples using vowel system of the script, and peoples kept
the figurative (hieroglyphic) system differ in mentality, cul-
ture, and behavior. The vowel system arose at ethnically and
linguistic homogeneous tribes (united language and script).
Common language was characteristic for inhabitants of plains
while in mountains district there was a dialect in each gorge
(as for example, in Dagestan). The not polyphonic system has
been associated with different dialects of one language at con-
stant consonants and changing vowels (for example, absence
of vowel letters in Aramaic and Semitic written languages).
The written language without vowels could be and later impos-
ing on vowel system at occurrence of several dialects of early
language. The figurative (hieroglyphic) system of writing con-
veys a subject or an idea without any attitude to a sound. Such
written language existed outside of a spoken language and hin-
dered the free development of thought. The mixed system
(both figurative, and sounds of words) have already been tied
to the spoken language. Word - the instrument of thought, and
only vowel writing system created freedom of perception of
subjects, concepts and the ideas, not limited to a set of hiero-
glyphs. The vowel written languages usually supplanted the
figurative languages in result of mixture of different tribes and
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peoples. Only peoples, long time developing in conditions of
relative isolation (China, Japan...), have kept the hieroglyphic
written language and specific national mentality up to now.
Now Chinese, Japan... should become familiar with vowel
languages, first of all with English. And it will be inevitable to
pull together more and more mentality of peoples using both
vowel, and the figurative languages.

ANTITHESIS'S 7.
UKRAINE AND RUSSIA.

Intestine dissociation, decline of Kiev and the Polish domi-
nation have led to centuries-old disconnection of the Western
Russian areas from remaining Russia. However, the All-
Russian national consciousness was constantly supported both
the general Belief, and the general Church Slavonic language.
Oath of Pereyaslavic council fidelity to the Russian throne in
the time of Tsar Alexey Mikhaylovich in 1654 was only a first
step to Reunion. The river Dnepr a long time remained border
between Russia and Poland, and in a lower - between Russia
and Turkey. After the partition of Poland, a right (western)
bank of Dnepr was finally incorporated in Russian Empire.
Empress Ekaterina 1l has appointed P. A. Rumyantsev as gen-
eral-governor of Malorussia. Count Rumyantsev has prepared
well-known "the general inventory" of Malorussia. He has im-
plemented there All-Russian orders, the Russian administra-
tive-territorial division kept until now, and local arrangement.
Kharkov region ruled by governor did not belong at that time
to Malorussia. After defeat of superior forces of the Turkish
army on the Kagul River (inflow of Danube), and other victo-
ries over war with Turkey, commander Rumyantsev has re-
ceived the marshal's baton and a prefix to surname (*Zadunay-
sky"). Successful encirclement of Turkish superior forces at
Shumla by P. A. Rumyantsev has concluded to comprehensive
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Kgchuk-Kainardjinsky peace treaty with Turkey. This agree-
ment has provided for Russia an output to Black Sea and has
eliminated protectorate of Turkey over Crimean khanate that
has led to occurrence Novorussia and joining of Crimea to
Russian Empire by negotiations in result of great efforts of
Prince Potemkin. The Russian history of all Northern Black
Sea Coast began!

At formation of the USSR, the Slavic population of Russia
was artificial divided on Russians, Ukrainians and Byelorus-
sians, as independent "nations" and "states". In the structure of
Ukrainian SSR have been included industrial Southwest and
Black Sea areas of Russia, and a part of the grounds of the Don
Cossack army. Pre-revolutionary Malorussia had no access to
Black sea. Such modern "Ukrainian” cities, as Dnepropetrovsk,
Donetsk, Lugansk, Mariupol, Nikolaev, Odessa, Sevastopol,
Simferopol, Kharkov..., before Revolution never were part of
Malorussia. Galicia and Transcarpathie have been attached to
USSR only in 1939. N. Khrushchev has transferred to Ukraini-
an SSR the Crimean area populated mainly Russian only in
1954, in connection with 300-years anniversary of Reunion. B.
Yeltsin has finished this Bolshevistic policy of forced national
demarcation at anticonstitutional partition of the USSR over
artificial Soviet borders, having deprived Russian-speaking
territories of the right on self-determination. Therefore, Lenin,
Stalin, Koganovich, Khrushchev and Yeltsin are actual found-
ers of the modern Ukrainian state. Such, made of different
pieces, at various times the territory of multinational Ukrainian
SSR appeared in 10 times more than all Malorussia by Bogdan
Khmelnitsky. And now, contrary to evidence, name of Ukraine
is used as the monoethnic, unitary state. However the Western
Ukraine and over the last history, and over the language is
closer to Poland, and Eastern Ukraine always remained a cul-
tural-language part of Russia, even when was appeared in
structure artificial expanded Ukrainian SSR.
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Modern Ukrainian language is a remake. The artificial
"Ukrainian" language based on colloguial "Galician jargon™
and the alphabet "kulishovka", has been created by the histori-
an "ukrainophile”, Lvov professor Michael Grushevsky in the
beginning of the last century, and became the main instrument
of Soviet Ukrainisation later [11]. At “perfection” of new
Ukrainian language main task of M. Grushevsky, invited by
Koganovich from the Polish Lvov to Kiev, and his Soviet fol-
lowers became alienation from the Russian language. It was
the exemptions from russisms, preservation of archaisms and
polonisms, the mass distortion of the usual meaning of the
words, established for centuries, and the creation of new
words...! This "newspeak™ had little to do with the Malorussian
dialect of the Russian language, on which for centuries spoke
the rural population of Malorussia, and with the Church Sla-
vonic language. Just after official transition of education and
office-work to this artificial, "the Ukrainian language™ in
Ukrainian SSR has appeared a real bilingualism [2]. The fur-
ther rearrangement of national consciousness properly substi-
tution of language and historical myths has resulted in territory
of modern independent Ukraine to spreading Russophobes, to
refusal of mutual with Russian history and culture, to religious
split, to revival of ideology of the West Ukrainian Nazism, and
heroisation of leaders OUN and UPA!

When now speak that referendum in the Crimea was held
illegally, because it has not been agreed with the government
in Kiev, forget that, after an armed coup, the legitimate gov-
ernment in Ukraine was absent during the period before carry-
ing out extraordinary, defective..., but nevertheless elections of
parliament and president. At the same time, all keep silent
about what Ukrainian SSR has itself proclaimed the independ-
ence based on unconstitutional referendum that largely pro-
voked the signing of the "Agreement on the demise of the
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USSR" in the Beloveyj virgin forest, however, too of unconsti-
tutional. The significant autonomy was received by Crimea
under the Constitution of Ukraine of 1992, but has been very
quickly blocked and then at all cancelled. The present, self-
proclaimed government in Kiev immediately after capture of
authority has designated the aggressive position in relation to
the Russian-speaking population of southeast territories of
Ukraine. All these developments have started with the project
of laws on an interdiction of Russian language and an abolition
of celebrating of Day of the Victory that has led to protests,
and the subsequent events in Crimea and in the Southeast. In-
habitants of Crimea were betrayed by Khrushchev, Yeltsin,
Kravchuk, Kuchma, Yushchenko, Yanukovich..., and 23 years
were waiting for an opportunity to return to Russia.

It is impossible to equate the return of the Crimea to Russia
and tearing away of Kosovo from Serbia! In a case with Cri-
mea, it is a partial restoration of territorial integrity of Russia
roughly broken at unconstitutional division of the USSR by
Yeltsin. All territories with the prevailing Russian population,
including Crimea have been deprived rights on self-
determination. And it is impossible to forget about the illegal
transfer of Crimean region of the RSFSR (excluding Sevasto-
pol) to the Ukraine’s SSR by Khrushchev. In addition, it was
illegal transfer of rights on the Crimea (now together with Se-
vastopol) to modern Ukraine by Yeltsin, contrary to the deci-
sion of the Supreme Council of RSFSR from 21 May 1992
about the illegal joining of Crimea to Ukraine in 1954. This
means that all later decisions on the Crimean question were
also illegal! In case of tearing off Kosovo, on the contrary,
there has been a violation of the territorial integrity of Serbia.
Reunion of Crimea with Russia became result of a peace, na-
tional referendum in conditions of absence of the legitimate
government in Kiev. While Kosovo was seized of the Albanian
rebels by direct support of the NATO forces accompanied with
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destructive bombardments of Serbia, mass exile of Serbs, ruin
of orthodox temples and monasteries.... Thus independence of
Kosovo has been proclaimed without any referendum and at
once is recognized the USA and the countries of the NATO.

ANTITHESIS'S 8.
CHALLENGE TO THE NATURE?

In conditions of continual growth of a role of a science and
technology, it is necessary self-restriction to avoid catastrophic
consequences of human activity. This includes the protection
of woods against cutting down, and the protection of wildlife
from extinction, and reduction of anthropogenic impact on the
environment...! Nevertheless, a special danger for the whole of
Humanity is represented with intrusion into uncontrolled pro-
cesses at a nuclear and genetic level, and also suppression of
individual consciousness of people by information unification
[11]. Deliverance of an atomic energy by explosion or the con-
trollable chain reaction unnaturally for conditions of the Earth
and can result in local accidents and even in destruction of all
Humanity. Long-term development of the Earth's biosphere
occurred through mutations, variation and heredity in accor-
dance with the genetic code. Any attempts to change heredity
by compulsory genetic engineering or cloning without partici-
pation of the mechanism of natural selection, are rough in-
fringement of laws of development of a life on the Earth. In-
formation technologies supervise and deform individual hu-
man consciousness. Inconsiderately interfering in these areas,
the Person challenges the Nature.

Lobbyist’s conversations about "cleanliness" and "cheap-
ness" of a nuclear energy do not correspond to the reality. Still
academician Kurchatov has named a nuclear reactor "a bomb
making electricity”. Big accident on the atomic power station
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Fukushima - 1 once again raised the vexed point about the ac-
ceptability of nuclear energy. Cost of construction and an ex-
ploitation of the atomic power station repeatedly surpass ex-
penses for a construction and service of thermal power station,
hydroelectric power station, wind, solar... installations. Mining
and enrichment of uranium are not cheap business too, though
these charges fall on military departments of nuclear powers!
The projected cost of a kilowatt-hour for electricity at nuclear
power station does not include full expenses on long-term stor-
age of spent fuel and burial of nuclear waste, on a long conclu-
sion from operation of the served stations and artificial restora-
tion of the grounds..., which lie down as heavy burden on the
future generations. Long-term charges on liquidation of conse-
quences of large failures on the different atomic power stations
in the USSR, USA, and Japan repeatedly surpass cost of all
electric power produced there! Therefore the basic problems of
nuclear power there is a safety and effective recycling of waste
products.

Mass application of genetic engineering for increase of
stability and productivity of agricultural plants occurs without
necessary preliminary long-term tests. Therefore, till now it is
not clear as long time the positive effect from use GMO can
kept, and what negative influences on an environment and
people will shown in the future [11]. Any attempts to change
heredity and long process of natural selection by genetic engi-
neering, as single, artificial introduction of alien genes into a
genome of plants are the roughest infringement of laws of de-
velopment of a life on the Earth with unpredictable genetic
consequences. In existing corporate GMO system the general
package of the patented seeds and pesticides is a form of
straight monopolization of the global food market. Such sys-
tem as result of failure or negative genetic consequences can
bring instead of the decision of a food problem to catastrophic
global famine.



IT- revolution is over! Fundamental achievements of the
IT-industry are repeated in stationary computers, laptops, tab-
lets, smart phones.... Next, in turn boom connected with the
conversion of mass consumers from personal computers to tiny
"gadgets” with the touch screen, actually, was exhaust [11].
Really, only the high-grade computer is the tool, which allow
to solve the whole set of private and general problems. How-
ever, together with new "gadgets” the Internet from a commu-
nication, information, and training facility... has turned to an
inhabitancy changing the human personality on similarity of a
drug. Already in social networks and public journals, there was
nothing essentially new! The same e-mail only accessible to
numerous "friends"”. However, and ordinary e-mail provides
dispatch of any message, photo, video... simultaneously to
many addresses. Actually, it is already also "a social network™.
It is necessary to open only access for commercial advertising,
and next "Facebook™ as the intermediate mailbox for perma-
nent reception of super profits, is available! Now is enough
continuously raising high activity of users to collect in
"friends™ as many as possible people and to collect as many as
possible "likes". Social networks, computer games, mobile re-
porting... suppress individuality of the person, build up the
clipping consciousness, take plenty of personal time, and su-
persede the broad masses of people from reality in the Internet.
Ahead at the IT-companies are convulsive struggle for the
buyer by imposing all new and new useless and, even, harmful
"gadgets” and "contents". At the same time, small touch-
screens harmful to sight and ubiquitous radiation at a wireless
output in the Internet creates a real threat to the health for a
huge mass of people.



ANTITHESIS'S 9.
COLLECTIVE CONSCIOUSNESS.

The constant growth of all population density of the Earth
has led to occurrence of special, social consciousness, which
determined character of public interaction of a people resulting
to occurrence of organizational structures from small a com-
munity, and independent territory, town, national state..., up to
multinational colonial empire. It is obvious, that the collective
consciousness essentially surpasses average opportunities of
the majority of people, but simultaneously and constrains de-
velopment of uncommon persons. Only competitiveness and a
competition created opportunities for revealing individual hu-
man abilities and talents. Long time social development was
determined by outstanding persons, leaders of collective ac-
tions (acolytes of religious cults, leaders of tribes, monarchs,
state governors, political figures...).

The collective consciousness constantly reduces a role of
the independent person in development of a human society. In
this opposition between the person and collective opinion is
the main contradiction of an information way of development
of our civilization. The further growth of influence of collec-
tive consciousness on development of the individual person,
carried out through general education, mass media, public
opinion, propaganda, self-censorship, creation of political and
historical myths..., can lead to dangerous suppression of free-
thinking and self-dependence of Person. On our eyes becomes
ever less outstanding persons in any areas of human activity
and ever less opportunities to defend own opinion which is not
conterminous to opinion of the majority. Maybe process of
gradual intellectual, mental and ethical unification of Mankind
has already driven!



The universal urbanization and congestion of people in
mega cities have created special social environments where
functions of the majority of people from the moment of a birth
are defined by a property and legal inequality. Opportunities
the career lift for "simple™ people constantly decrease. Base
elements both external and internal policy of any country in
modern conditions always corresponds to primary interests of
the largest corporations and banks! The passive majority of
"population” deprived of realizable civil rights transfers a label
of "sovereignty of the people” to ruling class by the way of
"democratic elections™. However, any elections, as a rule, re-
main the public performance only emitting change of the real
authority. The "irreconcilable” opposition carries out usually
real change of authority in the violent way of military coups,
"colour" revolutions and external intrusion. Totalitarian re-
gimes of the past had operated without ceremony. However,
ruling "elites” of all countries of the World today supervises
"nations” more softly and secretly. All governments, with a
different degree of frankness, manipulates "ordinary citizens"
with the help of mass media, show business, advertising, social
and debt dependence, police, army, special services...!

The information way of development already, actually, has
led to occurrence of world collective consciousness, which top
became today's Globalization. All countries of the World are
compelled to play now by the common rules of "the Free Mar-
ket". Cultural and religious distinctions of different peoples
cannot more resist to economic and ideological globalization.
In one rank are constructed now not only the head of the states,
politicians, economists..., but also journalists, and historians.
Formation of such invariable global collective consciousness
based on conformism, tolerance, corporatism, money-making,
squandering..., creates threat to all freethinking people and
whole nations, and not smaller, than totalitarian regimes of the
past, which opportunity there were distributed only to limited
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territories and to the ideological sides of a life. In such condi-
tions, there cannot be others social and political systems except
of the monopolistic capitalism. At the multipolar world, there
was an alternative, which now is absent!

Rapid development of a communication facility, TV, om-
nivorous advertising, social networks in the Internet, computer
games, the electronic control over people ..., automatics, ro-
botics..., obviously, also will result further in the even greater
dependence of individual mind of each person from world col-
lective consciousness. In the future it is impossible to exclude
and opportunities of occurrence of any new ordered, collective
mechanisms of development of the Mankind, connected with
the further growth of number of inhabitants of the Earth, eco-
nomic crisis’s, local wars, migration...! Perhaps, we are waited
ahead with something like global centralized "ant hill" or
"termitary”. Such degradation of individual human reason, and
replacement of it with general, collective action under the in-
variable managing program, can become one of variants of a
decline of the Civilization.

ANTITHESIS'S 10.
GLOBALIZATION OR COLONIZATION?

Globalization already has led to monopolization of world
economy and policy by transnational corporations and banks,
for which national economies and national borders of the inde-
pendent states turn out, are undesirable. The basic part of prof-
its on real economy was moved to a hypertrophied world fi-
nancial system. Numerous offshore zones promote mass eva-
sion from taxes and private persons, small and average busi-
ness, and large corporations. The tendency to creation of the
world territory of the free trade for transnational corporations
based on suppression not only economic, but also the political
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sovereignty of the states is observed. Perhaps, this purpose is
pursued also with created regional zones of free trade and local
wars "for democracy" against the countries pretended to the
sovereignty?

There is a constant growth of an overhead expenses and
trading extra charges for the retail goods. Never before there
was such huge breakup between the cost price of products and
their retail price [15]. Manufacture of the goods for Europe or
America in less developed countries is favorable only to trans-
national corporations and shipping companies. Many of goods
made in the country of consumption manage for buyers more
cheaply, at simultaneous preservation of workplaces and a
consumer demand. But how to reconcile the corporate and na-
tional interests and how to force the monopolists fairly to pay
taxes, to approach manufacture to the consumer, to reduce
transportation, advertising and other extra charges on the retail
goods? It is necessary to protect local manufacturers, to restore
the balanced national economy, to recover regional industrial
and trading communications. Only increase of self-sufficiency
of the separate countries due to own industrialization and re-
fusal from “the duty-free market" can prevent from new, wide
colonization!

Labour productivity growth is a top priority for the "free
market". Costly automation and robotics for industrial and ag-
ricultural production directly aimed at obtaining super profits
by reducing the number of workers. The main profits on reduc-
tion of workplaces get to pockets of owners, and problems
connected with unemployment and falling of purchasing power
devastate the state budgets and create social tension in society.
If to speak about total economic effect from reduction of
workplaces due to excessive automation and robotics, it could
lead to significant general losses for national economies as a
whole. At an optimum combination of automation and manual
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skills, industrial production can be more qualitatively, and
cheaper. The same touch on the agricultural sector, which is
under pressure from GMO technology. All industries need a
reasonable balance between automation and manual labour!

The exchange speculations, which are carried out by large
banks and investment funds will constantly disorganize all
world financial system and real economy. And real estate, oil,
metals... have already turned into "blue chips” for exchange
speculators. As a result the 5th part of new housing is empty,
the 3rd part of the extracted oil for floats across the World
Ocean in tankers or fills oil storages, a half of all metals does-
n't go to production, and lies in warehouses...! Gamble in the
currency markets provoke the constant course instability creat-
ing threat to national economies. The overestimated estima-
tions of stock-exchange for example to the corporations ob-
taining slate oil, the IT-companies... is result from readiness of
speculators to make money for any financial bubbles which
stock-exchange price for many orders surpasses the real prime
cost. Therefore, reception of money from air as a result specu-
lation in stock-exchange deal and currency transaction, trade of
debts... with very big stretch can be identified as investments.

In the conditions of supply excess money, the role of art as
a reliable tool of capital investments has increased. There is a
whole industry of creation and realization of "masterpieces" of
the modern art, and demand for products of old masters and
antiques grow too. Such Auction Houses as "Christies" and
"Sotheby's" are beating records on proceeds for works of art,
antiques and jewels of doubtful art value...! There is the whole
system to poke up for public of the imaginary or exaggerated
masterpieces and imitations not only to painting and antiques,
but also to personal things of celebrities, historical documents,
and archeological artifacts! Demand and the prices here grow
continuously. Only one million of dollars, which has paid of
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the Russian oligarch V. Potanin 10 years ago for Malevich’s
"the Black Square", seems today small things in comparison
with tens and even hundreds millions of dollars, which pay out
of another Russian oligarch R. Abramovich for pictures of the
representative of "figurative™ painting Frenzies Bacon!

In the modern copyright is absent both adequacy, and fair-

ness. The copyrights can be superfluous when they completely
forbid on long years forward for use of the past results, which
have been achieved at a time and were already paid fees and
revenues from distribution. Of course, when another's ideas
and results, discovery, decision... are used, it iS necessary to
refer to the author or, at least, do not give out the others
thoughts for their own that at once becomes plagiarism.
But the architect, the designer, the planner... neither does not
get a fee during use of the buildings, constructions, machines,
mechanisms..., which were created by them. It is not clear
why it is necessary to isolate from the total mass of creative
people only the exclusive group of film distributors, producers,
composers...? Owners of copyrights estimate the losses on the
Internet on volume of files exchange. However, it is obvious,
that the majority of consumers of network copies not begin to
pay money for them. These inaccessible films, musics..., simp-
ly, will be forgotten! Excessive claims of legal holders of cop-
yrights provoke "shady business" to mass production of coun-
terfeit. It is obvious that the time has come to cardinally revise
the whole validity system of copyrights in the direction of
simplification, shortening period of legality and narrowing of
the field of action of the claims for all holders of copyrights
and brands.



ANTITHESIS'S 11.
ECONOMY AND MORALS.

The economy is, first of all, manufacture and consumption
of the goods and services. After occurrence of money in the
main parameters of economy there were such concepts, as the
price, profit, a duty, the credit..., which have no obvious moral
substance. Occurrence of usury, stock exchange, and banks...
was justified by the necessity to serve production and mass
consumption. However, very soon financial structures have
taken real economy under the full control. Developed moral
norms of economic activity include such relative concepts, as
sense of duty, responsibility, conscientiousness, reliability,
profitability..., which concern only commodity-money atti-
tudes. Therefore, formally the economy and universal moral
exist in different measurements. Nevertheless, liberation and
encouragement of human defects has generated slavery, wars,
exploitation, property and legal inequality and other shady
sides of feudalism and capitalism.

In a basis of capitalistic "moral™ lays the primitive idea, that
only material benefit is unique driving force of development of
human community. Really, the human avidity, thirst of a profit
and unscrupulous struggle for riches became distinctive fea-
tures of “the free enterprise”. Instead of "the free competition”
and "the equal opportunities”, there is only a monopolism of
transnational corporations and banks, and shadow business
(drugs, arms, counterfeits...). The money-grubbing and squan-
dering have turned to most important "virtues" in the postso-
viet Russia. There was a substitution and of other concepts:
instead of cooperation - unscrupulous competitive struggle,
instead of mutual aid - animosities and meanness...! The ma-
jority of all grave crimes in Russia, as well as all over the
world, have the economic reasons. Constant growth of in-
comes became unique criterion of “success”. The capitalistic
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purport of the life: "Enrichment by any price” new for Russia
has appeared together with "democratization™.

The market advertising is constructed on a "devilish" prin-
ciple of instigation and connivance to superfluous needs,
weaknesses and vices. Many of the habits, preferences, tastes,
lifestyles ... are formed today by aggressive advertising. The
Society is accustomed to conception that it is impossible to
solve even minor problems (to calm down, to concentrate, to
relax ...) without cigarettes, alcohol, tablets...! "Campers" fly
on the end of the world for to live in hotel, to go shopping and
eat fast food. Hollywood, McDonalds, Apple... create produc-
tion and build an advertising policies based on the intellectual
level and the psychology of teenagers. Thoughtlessly consum-
ing all that aggressively enforces aggressive advertising, the
buyer does not have the freedom to choose, time and effort to
resist advertising zombing. Thus the commodity market con-
stantly cultivates in people the greedy opinion that it is much
more important to have..., than to be able..., than to know...,
than to be the personality!

Rapid turnover of goods has become a permanent tool of
profit growth, resulting in a deliberate, sharp reduction in ser-
vice life and the impossibility of repair of consumer electron-
ics, technical equipment, own transport... and to the constantly
obtrusion of the new models and superfluous opportunities!
Aggressive advertising provokes consumers not to use but to
exchange! In addition to financial losses and waste of time for
the settling of new gadgets for buyers, reduction of service life
of products, leads to a sharp increase in the costs of raw mate-
rials and human labour. Continuous accumulation of difficultly
utilized, hazardous wastes (aircraft, boats, cars, motorcycles,
bicycles, refrigerators, televisions, computers, phones, various
containers, printed matters...) causes appreciable damage to an
environment. Business impose on the consumer every year all
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new and new "gadgets” with the small screen, tiresome for a
human eye, and a wireless, high-frequency exit in the Internet.
However, at the same time producers hold back in silence
about the essential harm of such products for the health.

Transformation of health care into comprehensive, highly
profitable branch of business directly contradicts preventive
maintenance of diseases and a healthy way of life. It is the eas-
iest to earn on sick and hypochondriac patients! There is medi-
cal machination practice to use of the insurance money for ex-
cessive expensive surgeries, treatment, diagnostics and others,
unnecessary, useless and even the harmful procedures, often
directly based on deliberately false diagnoses. "Beauty Sur-
gery" puts people, lured on this thorny path, in a lifelong de-
pendence on plastic surgeons and doctors-cosmetologists.
Prisoners in commercial psychiatric isolators become people,
which are quite capable to live freely in a society. The global
pharmaceutical industry through advertising and physicians,
cultivates excessive physiological and psychological depend-
ence on drugs at the most people, deliberate harm of which of-
ten far exceeds the positive therapeutic effect.

In the consciousness of people is cultivated the right on
murder. The weapon lobby actively advances the myth about
an opportunity of using personal weapons to protect oneself
from criminality. However, to everyone who held the gun in
hands, it is clearly, that attacker always has the advantage of
suddenness and the first shot. Recollect the American west-
erns! Besides, the owner of the weapon needs to have experi-
ence and determination to apply it. The person, who has
snatched out a gun but hesitated with a shot, instantly becomes
a target and quite can be killed by the way of self-defense.
However, for terrorists, gangsters and psychopaths, at free
sale, the problem of purchase of the weapon for criminal pur-
poses completely disappears!
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The education system based on "free market", leads to con-
stantly increasing surplus of certificated, half-educated per-
sons. Educational business, as well as any other, aims primar-
ily to make a profit. Specialities and programs of many educa-
tional institutions have poorly connected to real requirements,
and focused on the tastes of university entrants, are formed by
advertising. The volume and quality of teaching fundamental
and engineering science was reduced. For more cheaply to take
plenty time of students, the excessive attention is given to
sports and other "amateur performance". There is a constant
economy at a level of teaching staff. Prestige American uni-
versities invite from Russia in quality of "professors”, for ex-
ample, Sergey Nikitich Khrushchev, who is occupied only
with that justifies inadequate actions of the father, Eugeny Ev-
tushenko, who is absorbed by self-advertisement..., or Michael
Saakashvili, who has gone mad on Russophobe...! The same,
but as usual in a hypertrophied kind occurs with education in
the Russian Federation.

ANTITHESIS'S 12.
UNCERTAINTY OF THE FUTURE.

The humanity has exhausted the possibilities of hyperbolic
growth. On our eyes, more than thousand-year continuous, hy-
perbolic growth of the population and productive forces of
Mankind is ending! Decrease in growth rate of the population
of the Earth outlined still in second half 20-th centuries and
modern decrease in growth rate of worldwide economy can be
considered as a point of bifurcation, which creates uncertainty
of the further way of development of Mankind [6]. Globaliza-
tion has led to multilateral dependence of economy and finance
of developed and developing countries, to return colonization
of developed countries by citizens of former colonies, to the
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constant increase of legal and material inequality, to over-
growth of the financial system which has lost connection with
real economy, and to the general increase in costs and con-
sumption. However, resources and wealth of planet is not
enough for all. And the all rich countries and rich people
should refuse in the future from the over-consumption and
squander. The new tendency to global alignment of a standard
of living of people in the different countries of the World can
affect character of the further development not only economy,
but also all Mankind essentially.

The main task of global development becomes not growth,
but stability. It is necessary to change the global strategy - to
live within our means in the conditions of moderate growth or
even stabilization at the achieved level. Maintenance of global
commodity-money balance (without excessive profits, irrevo-
cable debts, financial bubbles, superfluous liquidity...) only
also can provide economic stability of the further development.
The business world should refuse the excessive consumption,
super profits and superdebts! It is necessary to create fair sys-
tem of the taxation and distribution of incomes, to put under
the international control for all printing of money, to liquidate
offshore and to lower a level of bank secret, to tax transactions,
exchange and currency gamble, to cut down corporate expens-
es, to lower advertising expenses, to stop state supporting for
corporations and banks at the expense of ordinary taxpayers...!
In addition, it is necessary appreciably to reduce military
spending.

In new conditions of delay of the global economic growth
even for the safe, developed countries forming the budget
based on neoliberal model at the expense of taxes and debts,
there are serious problems (falling of a collecting of taxes, in-
crease of public and corporate debts, growth of unemployment,
reduction in consumer demand, migratory crisis...! Reliability
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and sufficiency of filling of the budget can be achieved only at
a state ownership on the main sources of incomes of each in-
dependent country (for example, as in Norway or Saudi Ara-
bia). Today optimum proportions between the various forms of
ownership, providing sufficient filling of the state budgets are
necessary for all countries of World.

For the Russian Federation, with its poorly developed huge
territory, insufficient infrastructure, the poor majority of the
people, out-of-date housing fund..., is vital essential much
higher level of the state budget, accounting for per head of
population and square kilometer of territory, than for the safe,
urbanized countries of the Western Europe. In addition, again
has appeared necessity to assert the sovereignty of the country.
However, the Russian Federation could not develop success-
fully at the state budget, after "sequestration™ by privatization
and joint stock. The country has quickly turned to a raw ap-
pendage and a commodity market at transition to "the private
enterprise” even at the big share of a state sector! The state
ownership demands the qualified and conscientious manage-
ment. But as is shown experience of today's Russia, the state
and mixed joint-stock corporations, holdings and enterprises,
actually, operate as the private companies, not in interests of
the state, but in interests of managing group and private co-
owners, evade from taxes and modernization, buy up not pro-
file actives, raise corporate charges.... Necessity for creation of
much more effective and transparent model of management by
a state ownership is obvious!

Expectations of some new, breakthrough technologies and
organizational decisions, which will allow in conditions of
globalization and world dominance of the US to keep ending
of hyperbolic growth of economy probably, are unjustified.
Conversations about the new, "fourth industrial revolution"
concerned with IT-technologies, robotization... have no real
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bases. New “revolution”, as well as earlier industrial "revolu-
tions", actually, is stages of the general technical and infor-
mation "evolution”, which is proceeding continuously and can
be directly dependent on growth of worldwide economy as a
whole. And in further there are no bases to expect from tech-
nological achievements that it will provide hyperbolic growth
of economy. More soon it is on the contrary! The robotization
it will be inevitable to result to catastrophic growth of unem-
ployment. The advent of all these "clever” apartment houses,
electronic "reason” of robots, "unmanned" vehicles..., has ab-
solutely no cause for positive result without active participa-
tion of the majority of people in real economy, and especially
at conditions of global crisis [14]!

Last 30 years of continuous, accelerated economic growth
have been connected to not at all with information explosion
and Internet, but with superfluous crediting demand and a gen-
eral life in debt. It is obvious, that an astronomical public debt
of the USA and debts of other advanced countries never will
be completely extinguished. Monopolism and absence of con-
trol over transnational corporations and banks, just, also be-
came one of the main reasons for the de-industrialization of
developed countries, the growth of government and corporate
debts, loss of jobs... and the 2008 crisis. Modern China should
not be considered too as the generator of the permanent
growth, since the Chinese export economy is rigidly adhered to
economy of the advanced countries. Economic and political
conditions in the World continue to become aggravated. In
such situation, there is a constant danger of attempt to solve all
crisis problems not by negotiations and compromises, but by
means of political and economic pressure, mass disinfor-
mation, and local wars..., or, even it is terrible to think, to un-
leash new World war. Military perspective deprives of sense
any forecasts for the future, because creates real threat of self-
destruction of Mankind!
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AFTERWORD

To tell the truth, I slightly hope, that my antithesis’s will
help to call into question the numerous myths constantly intro-
duced in consciousness of mass readers, audiences, spectators,
visitors of social networks...!

Perhaps, someone will reflect and will understand a differ-
ence between the phenomenological laws of the nature and
speculative pseudoscientific models..., will feel loneliness of
the habitable Earth in the Universe, and brevity of existence of
the Mankind being an instant in geological time scales...! It is
useful will doubt in the ample opportunities of manned space
for which significant means are spent, when on the decision of
actual terrestrial problems there is no sufficient money...!

The categorical refusal of professional historians from the
taking into account of results of the application of methods of
mathematical statistics, astronomy, demography... to the his-
torical chronology leaves an official historical science at a me-
dieval level of representations about duration and sequence of
the past historical events.

As a result, modern historians, instead of taking into ac-
count the continuity and short-term development of human
civilization, they transfer achievements of a medieval techno-
logical and cultural level (water pipe, architecture, sculpture,
painting, literature...) from the Middle Ages in fantastic "an-
tiquity”, and the Middle Ages before the Renaissance perceives
as the "Dark Centuries".

The thermodynamic approach to a global demography and a
history has allowed proposing the objective periodic scheme of
the general history based on the concept of internal historical
time, and to refuse an opportunity of moving in a time from the
present in the past or in the future...!
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Representation about information evolution allows to find
out a basic difference between genetic and information mecha-
nisms of evolution of the Person, and creates an opportunity in
a new fashion to look at a role of education and for-
mation(education) of rising generation, as determining factor
for the future development of Mankind.

The delay which has begun still at the end of 20-th century
of growth rate of the population, concerning a thousand-year
stage of development of a human civilization under the hyper-
bolic law, and essential delay of growth rate of economy can
specify approach of the bifurcation point when the further de-
velopment becomes uncertain. Transition further to the linear
law of growth or even stabilization on the achieved level of
development of our civilization is theoretically possible. But it
is impossible to exclude and catastrophic events!

Constant degradation of congenital moral and neglect over
base laws of the Nature under pressure of permissiveness, irre-
sponsible mass consciousness, and loss of the sense of Sin...
becomes obvious threat for the future of all Mankind!
